THE IMPACT OF TOURISM ON FLORIDA 
 
• Tourism provided 21 percent of our total state revenue in 2008. 
 

• In 2008 alone, tourism returned $3.9 billion to Florida in tax revenue and 
generated $65.2 billion in direct economic impact. 
 

• In 2008, more than one million Floridians were directly employed by the 
tourism industry. 
 

• In addition to providing tax revenue on a state level, local businesses in Florida 
depend on visitors coming to their area. Those visitors support local economies in the 
form of jobs and taxes that benefit cities and counties.
